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It gives me much pleasure to present the 23rd Annual Report.

The past year has seen the completion of the major building works which had just
commenced at the time of last years meeting.
Major achievements made during the year were as follows:
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Completed the construction of the Pam von Stieglitz wing incorporating the
Ina Collidge Gymnasium and multi-sensory room. We now have a modern
facility capable of catering for residents with a wide range of needs.
Activation of the two new low care licences accommodated in the new wing.
Initially filled by a married couple.

Celebrated our 30 year anniversary.

Appointment of a new RN 3.

Successful application for funding for an additional 2 units in Dyer Court
construction of which has now started.

Another successful funding application was for the extensions to the Kentish
Health Clinic building. The clinic, as a result of increased usage has become
overcrowded. This funding will go towards the construction of a larger
waiting and reception area as well as another consulting room.

Recently an accreditation audit was successfully passed resulting in the
granting of another three year accreditation period.

Staff members being sponsored to undertake training to further their
qualifications have continued to achieve good results with two gaining their
EN qualifications.

The Kentish Health Service continues to support the provision of health
services to the region and has experienced steady growth in demand.

The HACC funded Adult Activity Day Centre continues to be well
supported with a growing waiting list. We were unsuccessful with the
application last year but have applied again this year for funding towards
an additional day.
