Pre-Reading Activities

·Unlocking of vocabulary and concepts

> direct instruction

> strategies: context clues, word parts, 

dictionary

·Activating and relating background knowledge

·Motivating and setting up a purpose

·Pre-questioning and Predicting

During Reading Activities

·Collaborative reading

·Show pictures, illustrations, diagrams

·Use graphic organizers and charts



Post-Reading Activities

·Answer questions:

·Literal level

·recall, note details, sequence, character web, 
story frame

·Inferential

·make predictions, infer cause-effect

·Evaluative

·distinguishes fact from fantasy/fiction, 
specifies whether setting is past or present
