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Microsoft Windows Video Setup Guide: 

 

 STEP ONE: 
 

Please uninstall all of the following applications as they can cause conflicts and various problems: 

 

1. Codecs (Such as CoreAVC) 

2. Codec Packs (Such as CCCP and K-Lite and) 

3. Vobsub 

 

Then Restart your PC and use a registry cleaner such as CCleaner to remove any leftover registry entries. 

 

 STEP TWO: 
 
Download the latest builds of the following programs relevant for your machine: 

 

1. FFDshow Tryouts 

2. Haali Media Splitter 

3. Media Player Classic ς Home Cinema 

4. DivX7 (Optional download for low specification machines only) 

 

 STEP THREE (FFDSHOW): 

 
 

 

 

 

Install ffdshow and select only the ffdshow Direct Show Filter. 

Select the most appropriate speaker setup for your configuration and 

then complete the rest of the installation with the default settings.

After installation is complete,  run the ffdshow 

video decoder configuration and make sure to 

tick the subtitles filter and confirm all the settings 

are the same as pictured to the left. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

  STEP FOUR (HAALI): 
 

Install the Haali Matroska Splitter with all the default settings. 

 STEP FIVE (MPC): 
 

Install MPC - Home Cinema with all the default settings, then run it and select View to access the Options.   

 
 
 
 
Firstly, we need to associate all your video files with           
MPC ς Home Cinema, so select Formats and click on the 
Video button shown to the right. 
 

 
 
 
Then Select Internal Filters and deselect Matroska and 
Ogg from Source Filters and also H264/AVC (DXVA) and 
H264/AVC (ffmpeg) from the Transform filters list and 
select Apply and OK (see image to the left). 
 
 
 
 
 



OPTIONAL STEP:    
 

If you still have problems playing back our video files (such as audio/video stuttering) or you have a low spec machine 

then please follow these optional steps. 

 

  

Download, then install DivX7 with a Custom Installation and only select 

the DivX Plus DirectShow Filter - H.264 Decoder. 

 

                                     

 

 

 

Then afterwards enter the H264 Decoder Config from your Start 

Menu and untick the Enable Logo to get rid of the DivX7 

watermark. 

  

 

 

 

 

Now again via your start menu select the ffdshow video 

decoder configuration option and highlight Codecs and 

disable H.264/AVC and tick the box for skip deblocking 

always.  

 

You will now need to restart your PC again to get these 

settings to take effect.

If you use a Creative X-Fi Sound Card and you 

encounter any audio crackling/stuttering from our PVs 

that use OGG Vorbis audio then you need go into MPC 

- HC's options and under the Playback --> Output 

settings change the direct show audio from SB X-Fi 

Audio to DirectSound: SB X-Fi Audio.
