   At present the software support two e-map modes: online e-map and 

offline e-map. 

   Google Map is online free map, and MapInfo V5.02 is offline charged map. 

Notes: E-map function need support by the GPS module, and if users 

want to use MapInfo V5.02, need to pay for the map company. In addition, 

paid map is more accurate to free GoogleMap.

 Playback track contain e-map window, upload information window, PTZ 

control window, electric clock and device list window etc. 

The playback track window is used to show the track of can in a period of 

time. In different area, the free map may appear a little deviation (for example, 

the distance to a road differ 100 meters). 

At present, the e-map support two kind of map, online map and offing map. 

Online map is free Google Map, offline map is MapInfo V5.02.  

Notes: E-map function need support by the GPS module, and if users 

want to use MapInfo V5.02, need to pay for the map company. In addition, 

paid map is more accurate to free Google Map.  

§2.5  WVSClient Statistics Report 

Click ñreportò button, the software will show as follow picture:

The report contain report window, search window, device list, electric 

clock, PTZ control window and alarm information window. 

The report is used to Statistical vehicle information. Users could set 

searching parameter, click ñAnalysisò button, choose corresponding device, 

then will acquire the data after some times. The report could output to the local 

PC with ñ.CSVò files. 

§2.6  WVSClient Message 

   Click ñMessageò button, the software will show as follow picture:

   The message interface contain message window, setting toolbar, alarm 

information window, PTZ control window, electric clock and device list. 

   Message interface is used to send message to centre. Users can setting 

message parameter, choose corresponding device, click ñsendò button will 

send message to specified mobile DVR. At the same time, the software will 

track action of the driver in order to output corresponding report.
