The second event is Gracie’s Diner, our annual fundraiser for the Appala-
chian Impact mission trip.  In addition to great fun in a 50’s style restaurant 
setting, your contributions will help send a team from Grace Chapel to 
share the gospel of Jesus Christ through word and deed to the poorest of 
the poor in rural Kentucky.
