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LaserPoint Parts 

Before you start cutting, you should familiarize yourself with the cutter and its basic parts and functions:

Control Panel Used to provide input directly to the cutter. Covered in 
detail in the òControl Paneló (page 6)section of this manual. 

Carriage Arm  Holds the Blade (or Pen) Carriage. Also houses the laser 
used for contour cutting. 

Left/Right Pinch Roller(s) Holds the vinyl (or other cuttable media) tightly to the feed 
roller below. 

Left/Right Emergency òKilló Switch(es) Used to automatically stop the machine from cutting (to 
avoid damage) when improper cutting parameters are set, 
or in the event of software errors. 

Serial Cable Connection Used to connect a serial 
cable from the cutter to 
a computer. 

USB Cable Connection Used to connect a USB 
cable from the cutter to 
a computer. 

Only either the Serial cable or USB cable should be used to 
connect the cutter to a computer. Not Both.

Pinch Roller Release 
Lever(s) 

Pinch Rollers can be released (either to be moved from side to side or to allow vinyl to be 
easily fed below them) by pressing down on the Release Levers. Pinch rollers should 
be adjusted so that one is positioned on each side of the vinyl (or other media) to be 
cut and should only be lowered onto an area of the feed roller below that has 
traction (the rough area). 

 

  

Power Cable 
Connection 

Used to connect the 
cutter to a wall outlet 
or surge protector. 

Power Switch Turns the power of 
the cutter on(1) or 
off(0).

Display Screen Shows the current Mode/Status of the Cutter. 

Test Button Cuts a test square. 

On Line Button Toggles between On Line/Off Line modes 

Mode Button  Cycles through the different adjustment modes of the cutter; Jog, Pressure 
setting, Test mode, Repeat mode, Cut Speed setting, X Axis scale compensation, 
Y Axis Scale compensation. 

Pause Button  Pauses cutting. 

Directional Buttons (Only In Jog Mode) Moves Blade Position/Rollers. 

Target Button  (Only In Jog Mode) Resets origination point of Blade/Rollers to the current 
settings. 

Up/Down Buttons (Only In Jog Mode) Moves the Blade in and out of the fully Down Cutting Position. 

Plus/Minus Buttons Adjusts the settings throughout the different Modes.

First, to be able to use/adjust any of the functions from the cutter, it must be òOff Lineó. 

When you first turn on the cutter you will see 
a short startup process followed by this

Press the  Button to enter Off Line Mode to access the Off Line functions.

This is Jog mode, the first in the 7 available Off Line modes. 

Jog mode, as well as the other modes will be described in detail on the following pages. 

From here, you can now press the  Button to cycle through modes. 
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Jog Mode 

Jog Mode is used to position the vinyl and cutting blade. You can use the target 
button to reset the origin of the next cut to be made. You can also make a test 
cut to witness the current speed and pressure settings or check the blade depth 
while in the down cutting position. Make sure that when setting the blade 
position it is clear of the red emergency òkilló switches on either side of the 
cutter. 

 

Test Button Cuts a small rectangle with the current speed and 
pressure settings. Useful in determining the proper 
pressure/speed settings to be used. 

On Line Button Returns the cutter to its origin location and returns 
to òOn Lineó status. 

Mode Button Cycles through the 7 Off Line modes. 

Pause Button  (has no function in this mode). 

Directional Buttons Changes the vinyl/cutting blade locations. 

Target Button Sets the current vinyl/cutting blade location as the 
new origin. The origin will be the starting position of 
the vinyl/cutting blade on the next cutting job that is 
sent to the cutter. 

Up/Down Buttons The Down Button will lower the cutting blade into 
the down cutting position. This can help you 
determine if the pressure setting needs to be adjusted 
before cutting. 
 
If the blade is left in the down cutting position then the 
progress of the pressure setting can be seen while adjusting 
the pressure setting in the Pressure Setting Mode. 
 
The Up Button will return the cutting blade to its 
regular position.
