Highlights of 2009 
    

Three Bhutanese refugee 

families were baptized. 

 

Average attendance at our 

Sunday services has increased 

from about 50 at the 

beginning of the year to 

about 150 currently. 

 

Dozens of refugee families are 

given clothing, linens, and 

basic household items.  They 

were also assisted as they 

adjust to life in the U.S.  

Numerous rides were given to 

the medical clinic, to get 

groceries, to register for 

school, to get driver’s 

licenses, to attend English as 

a second language classes, 

worship practice, Bible 

studies, and many, many 

more. 

 

Men’s and women’s retreats 

are held in May and June with 

over 80 attending each. 

 

Soccer camp held for the youth 

in July. 

 

Light of the Nations officially 

launches in October.  Over

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Looking Ahead to 2010 
 

Mission 

Statement:  
 
To build a  Multi -
national, Multi - ethnic, 

Multi - generational, 

Multiplying, Mission -
minded church.  

 
 

I had been seeking for a theme for 2010  at Light of the Nations 
and it was elusive until yesterday, January 8.  As I was doing the 
prescribed reading program we have given to our congregation*,  
I was struck with two things from the reading, one from the story 
and other from the song of David bringing the Ark back to 
Jerusalem.   
  
First the song.   “Seek the Lord and His strength; seek His 
presence continually.”  1 Chr 16:11  There is much we have to 
look forward to in this year and much ministry to do, but that 
should never surpass our seeking for His presence first.  In His 
presence is joy.  In His presence is the strength for the day;  in 
His presence is the strength to face what is ahead and to recover 
from what is behind.  If I may, I strongly encourage you to seek 
His presence every day from the morning shower to the 
nighttime parking of your slippers under the bed to the midnight 
trek to the kitchen sink for a drink of water…  every chance you 
get.  Seek His presence. 
  

Second the story.  “Michal the daughter of Saul looked out of the 
window and saw King David dancing and rejoicing, and she 
despised him in her heart.”  This was David’s wife.  The one who 
at one point saved his life and was in love with him, now despises 
him in the midst of his vigorous undignified worship dance, 
arguably his greatest moment of joy and worship.   After that, 
when David came home to bless his family, we read in another 
account that she came out to meet him and gave him a tongue 
lashing for his behavior.  What a blow to David! From spiritual 
high to a wagonload of trash – in a moment.  The truth about life 
is that we have these kinds of things happening all the time.  In 
fact, if you are encountering a spiritual blessing, you can almost 
expect something that will try to take it away – and usually it will 
come from somebody close to you.  So my second exhortation for 
you and me this year is to NOT LET THE WAGONLOAD OF TRASH 
GET YOU DOWN.  It is going to come.  Expect it.  And DO NOT 
DISH OUT A WAGONLOAD OF TRASH to those having a great 
blessing.  We all do it, often in attempting to “be good” or to “get 
somebody to mind.”  But if it takes away from worship and 
blessing of the Most High God, we’d  better think twice.  Save it 
for another time in another way.  Don’t steal somebody’s blessing 
in an attempt to satisfy your own drive toward self-righteousness. 
Watch out!  It will lead to fruitlessness in your life-like it did for 
Michael.   
  
This year, let’s seek His presence all the time and let us not either 
let it get spoiled or spoil it for others!

We are asking God for 70 more 

mission-minded servants to join us as we 

continue to serve the nations here in Denver 

in the love of Jesus (Luke 10:1-2, 21; Matt. 

9:35-38). 

¶ Please pray Isaiah 64:1-4 – “Oh, that you 

would rend the heavens and come down, 

that the mountains would tremble before 

you!... Come down to make your name 

known… and cause the nations to quake 

before you!... No ear has perceived, no eye 

has seen any God besides you, who acts on 

behalf of those who wait for him.” 

¶ Please pray for strengthening of our 

relationships and unity among our core team 

so that “with one mind and one voice [we] 

may glorify the God and Father of our Lord 

Jesus Christ,” so that God might receive the 

praise He is due and that the nations “might 

glorify God for his mercy” (Rom. 15:5-11).
