STANDARD ACCESSORIES  
   
The Trigger Probe 

With 4-pin jack attached cord, this is the first and foremost 
electrode used with the Acuscope.  Designed to provide 
optimal point stimulation. It is the Active Probe and must be 
used in combination with an Indifferent Probe or Electrode; 
e.g., the Non-Trigger Probe; a Mini-Plate Placement 

                                                 Electrode; a Hand Held Bar; or, the Large Plate Unit. 
 
 
Non-Trigger Probe 

Used with a Coiled Accessory Cord.  The Banana 
plug of the Cord inserts into one end, a brass alloy 
tip into the other. 
 
 

 
Ball Tips  

There are three sizes of Tips (Narrow: 1/4"; Medium: 3/8"; and Large: 1/2")   
 
Any size tip may be inserted into the Trigger 
(Active) and/or Non-Trigger (Indifferent) Probes 
by screwing the threaded end of the tip into the 
probe.  All new instruments include the Standard 
Set ς two Narrow and two Medium tips.    The 

Narrow Tip provides most precisely focused specificity.  The Medium Tip is 
most commonly used. The Large tip is especially comfortable for applying a 
gentle pressure point massage (special order item).  
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Hand Held Reference Electrode Bar(s) 
[ŀǊƎŜ όмέ · оέύ is most comfortably held in the hand; especially necessary for 
patients with arthritis and other conditions that restrict hand flexibility.   
The Large Bar can also be used under the armpit when treating the shoulder.  Two 
Hand Held Bars can be used together as a bi-lateral reference, with cords plugged 
into the Junction Box (like the Large Plate Unit - see below). 
 
{ǘŀƴŘŀǊŘ όмκнέ · оέύ is the original Hand Held Bar.  Either of these two bars 

must be used with Conductive Solution or Cream as with any brass-alloy electrode.  Be sure that the entire 
surface of either Bar in contact with the hand and fingers is covered and remains wet during treatment.  If it 
dries, apply additional solution, cream, or spray with Spring or Distilled Water. 
 
 
Coiled Accessory Cord (Banana Plug)  

 
Also called a Standard Lead Wire.  Connects Non-Trigger (reference) Probe 
electrodes to either instrument; also used with Large Plates; and Rollers.   
 
Be sure to plug and unplug by grasping the plastic cap of the banana plug.  Do not 

pull on the cord itself as this may damage the wiring.

determine what the instrument will read from tissue that has full conductivity. 

 
Suggestions: find your own best way to hang the 
cords conveniently located near your instrument in 
the treatment room ς ǎƻ ǘƘŀǘ ǘƘŜȅ ŘƻƴΩǘ ƎŜǘ ǘŀƴƎƭŜŘ 
sitting in a heap.   (See Photos to give you ideas.)  
 
If you have a treatment table with an arm or 
handle, the coiled cords and the Straight Lead Wires 
(for the Mini-Plates) as well as the Ear Clip Set and 
Headband Lead Wires can hang conveniently ready 
to use. 
 
 

 
Mini-Plate Placement Electrodes

Sets of two Mini-Plates are packaged with sets ƻŦ ǘǿƻ {ǘǊŀƛƎƘǘ [ŜŀŘ ²ƛǊŜǎ όтΩύΦ  
Replacement sets of two Mini-Plates and/or two Lead Wires may be purchased 
separately. It is recommended that only Straight Lead Wires be used with Mini 
Plates, since the Coiled Accessory Cords are heavier and tend to drag down and 
pull the small plate away from the skin. 
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The Mini-Plates provide a diffuse electrode contact site.  They were designed to provide treatment to a small 
localized area for periods of continuous stimulation.  They are generally used as sets of the same size; 
however, they may be used in combinations of two different sizes depending upon the target area.  For

More Examples of using the Mini-Plates: 
A single Mini-Plate can be used as the Indifferent electrode opposite the belly of the 
muscle being treated with an Active Roller Electrode or the Grand Ball Probe.   
 
¢ƘŜ нέ · нέ aƛƴƛ-Plates are used anywhere on a flat 
surface, such as the hips, large areas of the back, sides  
of the legs and arms.   

 
¢ƘŜ мΩ · оέ aƛƴƛ-Plates provide better contact on significantly contoured 
surfaces that are noticeably grooved or ridged; i.e., along side of a bone, etc.   

 
¢ƘŜ мέ · мέ aƛƴƛ-Plates are especially 
useful on any small, very contoured 
area such as on hands and feet.  
Or, when treating issues such as Carpal 
¢ǳƴƴŜƭ {ȅƴŘǊƻƳŜΣ ŀ мέ · мέ Ŏŀƴ ōŜ 
placed as the Active electrode over the 
pain site on the wrist and the Hand 
Held Bar may be used as the Indifferent.   
(See photo left.) 
 

 
¢ƘŜ мέ · оέ aƛƴƛ-Plates address approximately three Nerve 
Roots. (See photo left).  Another application when they are 
attached in this way is to plug both (same size) Mini-Plates into 
the Junction (Splitter) Box, using this as the Indifferent electrode 
in combination with an Active probe, Roller or another Mini-Plate 
placement electrode.  
 
Remember:  use only Straight Lead Wires with the Mini-Plates for 
all applications. 

 
   
            
Foam Pads for Mini-Plates and Brass Tips        Available in Packages of 10  
 

The purpose of the Foam Pads is to insulate the skin if a patient is still sensitive to stimulation at 
the lowest Intensity setting.  Pre-soaked in solution, they need only to be wet with water for 
conductivity; however, they can be rewet with solution if they become dry during treatment.  
They are disposable and meant only to be used one time. 

 
In the small photo above (left), you can see that there are Foam Boots in the shape of Probe Tips which can be

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OPTIONAL POPULAR (RECOMMENDED) ACCESSORIES 
 
Large Foot Plate Unit    

     Includes: 

¶ 2 Large Brass Alloy Plates    

¶ Acuscope Junction BOX    

¶ 3 Coiled Accessory Cords  
     
Used with the Acuscope, for bi-lateral monitoring and treatment of the Nervous 
System.  The two large plates are placed under both feet, or both hands; or they 
may be placed under the back bi-laterally, parallel to the spine; or under the fronts 
of hips and upper thighs, also lengthwise bilaterally.  Two coiled lead wires attach 

the plates to the two holes in one side of the Junction Box.  A single lead wire attaches to the other side and 
the other end is inserted into a negative outlet of the Electrode Jacks.   The circuitry in the Junction Box causes 
the Acuscope to interpret the Large Plate Unit as a single reference (while taking a generalized Nervous System 
reading as the current moves up; and splitting the treatment evenly as it moves down). 
 
The Large Plate Unit may be used in combination with a Trigger Probe, the Grand Ball Probe, any size Roller, or 
a single Mini-Plate Placement electrode of any size.  When it is placed under the feet, it is the most effective 
reference for using the Auricular Probe (ear) and also the Odonton Oral Probe (gumline) because it derives 
feedback from and sends a dispursive signal to the entire Nervous System in general. 
 
The Junction Box can also be used with two Hand Bars, or with any set of two of the same size Mini-Plates 
placed bi-laterally.  Once again: use only straight lead wires with Mini-Plates. 
 
 
Mini Single-Roller    

This small, smooth little roller is excellent for treating areas such as fingers, toes 
and the wrists; it is perfect for treating the face.  It may be used to contour the 
ankle bone, under the feet, or anywhere a precise, moving treatment is desired. 

 
Mini Double-Roller  
A versatile, light-weight roller for somewhat larger areas; can be used practically anywhere.  
Especially good for working smaller muscles on the face and neck and literally any small, round 
muscle or small muscle group. Used both with the Acuscope and Myopulse.  Its ergonomic 
design makes it very easy and comfortable to manipulate.  As a treatment tool, it is especially 
useful around joints such as the ankle, knee, shoulder, and elbow.  It is easy to clean by simply 
running the silver metal alloy parts under hot water and shaking off the excess moisture.  The 
rollers can be removed for complete cleaning of all surfaces. 
 
 
Y-Probe  

A Trigger Probe (with 4-pin jack attached cord)  
   
    Includes two sets of tips* :  

¶ Long* 

¶ Short*  

¶ Ultra-Short (optional) 
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The Y-Probe has become, perhaps, the most popular electrode for use with the Myopulse; however, it can also 
be used with the Acuscope.  Within the body of the probe, circuitry divides the current into the positive and 
the negative poles so this probe is used alone, complete unto itself.  Just as with separate electrodes, when 
one tip is positive (Active) the other is negative (Indifferent); polarity reverses every 1 ½ seconds. 
 
The Y-Probe offers an ideal electrode for convenient assessment and bi-lateral 

treatment of the Spinal Nerve Roots.  When treating 
with the Acuscope, it is advisable to maintain 
separate pools of Electrolyte Solution or Cream so

This is not necessary with the Myopulse since the 
ǎƛƎƴŀƭ άŦŀƴǎ ƻǳǘέ ƛƴǘƻ ǘƘŜ ŜƭŜŎǘǊƻ-magnetic field 
produced by groups of muscle cells firing simultaneously. 

 
   
Ear Clip Set     

This electrode set is used with the Acuscope only, specifically as 
shown (right), clipped onto both earlobes. Electrolyte Solution 
(CEL-0071B or CEL-0144) is first applied with thumb and first 
finger to the fronts and backs of the earlobes; then solution is 
generously applied directly onto the inside surfaces of the metal 
clips.  If any electrical stinging is felt when treatment is initiated, 
remove Ear Clip and add more solution.  If still sensitive, apply CEL-0072 Cream. 
 
 

Headband Set     
Includes two snap-on lead wires that may be 
affixed to any two of the five cups, providing 
placement at the Frontals (close or wide), or the 
Temples, or the Occipitals (in the back).  Select 
the combination of preferred placement 
locations and snap the lead wires onto the 

headband.  Fill the two cups of choice with enough Electrolyte Solution to 
be full but not overflowing.  Then have the patient lean forward while you 
situate the headband.  Ask him or her to place finger pressure over the 
electrodes while you secure the Velcro ς snugly, but not tight.   
 
 
 
 
OPTIONAL ROLLER ACCESSORIES 
 
 The Original Roller Electrode     (Circa 1980) 

Simply designed to be used over any fairly large area as the Active Electrode.  
The surface of the barrel of the roller gives a dispursive effect as the current 
passes through a wide surface, diffusing into the tissue below.  For prolonged 
usage, it is no longer considered the most ergonomically balanced roller 
electrode.  A more comfortable alternative choice for the same purposes would 

now be the Mini-Double Roller (see above). Can be used as a Hand Held Bar.
