“We had a good year with the Discovery program this 
year. Attendance varied from seven to 33. We had 18 
who were very faithful; many of these kids came by 
themselves every week from the low-income apartments 
a few blocks away. Of those 18, only five are regular 
attendees at North Shore. One of these little guys (age 
9) tried to commit suicide over the Christmas break. His 
mom told me the Discovery program was the only place 
he was happy. God provided a stand-in grandfather for 
him at Discovery, even before we knew we would need 
him. Watching the two of them play together before club 
and during game time was the highlight of the year for 
me.”
