
Will you join

While on the path to stateside 
youth ministry in college, God 
opened the door for me to go to 
the Czech Republic. Since then 
I’ve been pursuing youth ministry 
abroad with Josiah Venture and am 
on the path to heading  
to Czech full-time. 

Intro 
There are a few times in my life that God 
has spoken to me through others, but I 
haven’t really registered it or pursued it. 
One such time was my elementary Sunday 
school teacher saying that one day I would 
serve the Lord in ministry. Another was 
when I told my mom that I wanted to be a 
missionary long before it really came onto 
my radar. My parents have reminded me of 

these things as they’ve seen God lead me 
on this path, and He’s been leading me on 
this path for a while – from my desire to 
go into full-time ministry at age sixteen to 
missions experience beginning at eighteen.

The Journey 
When I first went to the Czech Republic in 
the spring of 2007 during my Junior year 
of college, I got a taste of God’s movement 
in Eastern Europe. During that two-week 
trip our group heard many missionaries 
share their story of how they’d seen God 
working, the difficulties and the joys, and 
the vision they had for Czech, Poland, and 
all of E. Europe. We also put on an English 
weekend for a local Czech youth group, and 
my heart broke for the students who never 
considered the existence of God. I began to 
be captured by the vision, and considered 
doing my summer internship with JV.

It’s funny how God prepares the way 
long before we can see it. I had run into 
roadblocks in getting a different summer 
internship, so the way was open for Czech. 
As I fasted and prayed Easter weekend, 
God answered my prayers for wisdom and 
guidance. I went to Czech that summer 
and experienced a great season of ministry, 
getting to share my life and the Gospel with 
Czech students. I was asked to lead the 
team that next summer.

While God’s been calling me toward 
ministry in Czech since that first trip, I took 
time to really seek God to see if He was 
calling me just for a season of short-term 
trips, or if He was leading me on the path 
of full-time service as I believed. Since that 
time, I’ve felt God’s clear call forward to full-
time ministry in Czech.

 
My Role in the Vision          
We believe that a movement of God is 
happening right now among the youth 
of Eastern Europe that is grounded in the 
local church and transforming society. I’m 
excited to join that vision. While living in 
Czech I will be continuing the work I’ve 
been involved in throughout the past 
several years in a deeper way.  
I will lead evangelistic English camps 
along with a small team of college - aged 
summer interns with the purpose of not 
only reaching out but also equipping 
young Czech youth leaders and high school 
students to live out the great commission  
in their world and church. Living in 
Czech will enable me to continue these 
discipleship relationships throughout 
the year, following up with leaders and 
students. I will also be promoting English 
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camp and training Czech youth group 
teams on how to reach out to their peers 
through these camps.

I’m really excited to deepen my existing 
relationships with Czech students and 
leaders and form new ones. I’ll also be 
committing time to studying the Czech 
language (not an easy task), but I am excited 
to learn to communicate the Gospel and 
Bible in a new way. 

How you can be a part of this 
I cannot do this on my own. I need a team 
of people who will commit to pray and to 
give. I ask that you join me in prayer as I go 
through the support raising process, move 
over to Czech, and get adjusted to ministry 
and the culture there. Pray for the students 
I will meet and these young youth leaders 
as they learn a lifestyle of ministry. Please 
contact me via email if you would like to 
join my prayer team.

I also need financial support partners, 
people willing to join this vision, this 
movement of God in Eastern Europe. I need 
commitments totaling $3,600/mo for JV for 
ministry funds and living expenses. I also 
need to raise $24,300 for one time expenses 
that cover training costs, vehicle, start-up 
expenses, etc. While that sounds like a lot, 
I am reminded that our God of unlimited 
resources has called me into this and will 

provide the necessary funds through 
people like you. I would love to take the 
time to speak with you on the phone, via 
Skype, or meet face-to-face to personally 
share stories about what God is doing  
in the lives of E. Europeans.

It’s His movement in the hearts of people.
