Online registration process for Cycling Ireland Offroad events.

Overview:
This document provides a description of the flow of how and rider registers for an event and how registered riders
get entered to the appropriate timing sheets/timing system.

Standardised race numbers (range and colours) will be used for the 2010 XC NPS, these will be sourced by the XC
Race co-ordinator and either brought to each NPS or posted to the race organiser in advance of the event.

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Process Flow for XC event:
Competitor enters required information on online webform and submits it, mandatory fields as follows:

Cycling Ireland are required provide the most up-to-date list of registered members to the XC race co-ordinator,

mandatory data to include:

First Name
Surname

Club name
Licence number
UCIl number

Registration typically closes 2 days before the event (ie; closes Friday at 6pm if race is Sunday) this is to allow for
instance where club has a pre-ride & registration on the Saturday.

XC race co-ordinator exports Excel file of registered riders from webform.
Excel file of registered riders is copy/pasted into Sign-On sheet Excel file (sample on next page)

Sign-On sheet Excel file is emailed to race hosting club for them to print-off. (When XC race co-ordinator is attending
the event, he will bring printed copies of the Sign-On sheets)

Online registrations are imported into the DURT laptop race timing system.
Timing laptop is provided to race organiser or timing files are emailed to race organiser.

Timing application software and instructions will also be sent on a CD to the organising club well before the event so
they have practice in using it.
