iPod Flash Card Directions
1.  Create a New Folder on your desktop and name it iPod Flash Cards.
2. Open the Power Point from Homework Hero.
3. You are ready to convert it to flash cards, click File > Save As.  In the "Save as type" or "Format" drop-down box, select JPEG.  Then select the location (Desktop and then the folder iPod Flash Cards) in which you want to save your flash cards and click the Save button.  Depending on your version of PowerPoint, you may be prompted with the question "Do you want to export every slide in the presentation or only the current slide?"  If so, click the Every Slide button.  You will then be informed that each slide in your presentation has been saved in a separate folder at the location on your computer that you specified.
4. Only do the next step if there are 10 or more flashcards.
5. Next, open the folder containing the new flash card images you just created.  You'll notice the images are named "Slide1", "Slide 2", "Slide3", etc.  What you now need to do is take a few moments and rename the first nine slides ("Slide1" through "Slide9"), inserting a "0" (zero) before each number in the image's name.  (If you're using PowerPoint for Mac, this may already be taken care of for you, and you'll be able to skip this step.)

6. This is necessary to ensure your slides stay in the correct order.  Computers typically order files alphabetically.  Files with the same names but different numbers at the end of the file titles are ordered numerically.

You can see that by inserting a "0" before the numbers in the first nine slides, you are making every slide contain a two-digit number, thus ensuring your slides will be displayed in the proper order on your computer and/or iPod.  Your flash card images are now ready to be distributed to your students!  Note:  If your set of flash cards contains 100 images or more, you will need to insert "0" or "00" (for the first nine slides) before the number in every slide title, making every file contain a three-digit number and ensuring your slides will be ordered correctly.

1. Open iTunes and connect your iPod to your computer.  Then click the Photos tab.  
2. After making sure you've selected the location of the folder containing your flash cards, click the box next to Sync photos from: and then click Sync.  Your flash cards will then be uploaded to your iPod.  
3. To view your flash cards, select Photos from your iPod's main menu.  Then select the set of flash cards you wish to view (it will be the same name as the folder containing your flash cards).  Scroll through the flash cards by clicking the next button on your iPod's scroll wheel.

Note:  These viewing instructions apply to iPod Classic and iPod Nano.  Users of iPod Touch or iPhone should follow the steps for viewing photos that accompanied their device.
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
