The 3-piece Zeitgeist construction is differential wealth, i.e., money, corrupting religion and state. Of 
these, religion is by far the oldest, out of the hoary mists of time.

It is said that theology is the epitome of art. Thus, over time, these heroes, godmen and goddess myth stories 
grew into ancient astro-religions or astrotheology, with mixed results. Beneficially, around the Neolithic or New 
Stone Age in the Middle East (~9500 BC or BCE Before Common Era), this astrotheology enabled the 
ancients to transition from just surviving nomadically, into the improved prospect of farming settlements.

By the early Bronze Age (3000–2200 BCE) independent Canaanite city-states were established, e.g., Jerusalem.
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“Ancient Israelites were basically 
Canaanites. The Israelites evidently 
represent a combination of natives 
(Canaanites) and Brahmans from India 
(Abraham and Sarah being the Indian 
god Brahma and goddess Sarasvati) 
who later organized themselves into the 
12 tribes that defined ‘Israel.’ It appears 
that each of these tribes constituted an 
independent group of Canaanites under 
their own tribal god.

“It is possible that 12 were created, for 
the specific purpose of emulating 
astrotheological mysteries. [Josephus 
firmly establishes them as the 
constellations.] Or there could have 
been a different number … there were 
certainly more than 12 tribes of Semitic 
peoples throughout the history of the 
region - and the number was hit upon 
for the same reason of emulating 
astrotheological mysteries.”

The Roman senate 
granted Herod the title of 
king of the Jews, and, in 
37 BCE, he marched to 
Jerusalem with Roman 
military help, taking the 
city and deposing 
Antigonus, the last 
Hasmonean king.

Herod’s kingdom included 
both Jews and Gentiles, 
but he did not follow the 
Hasmonean policy of 
forcibly converting 
Gentiles to Judaism. It is 
at this point that the 
events described in the 
New Testament begin to 
take place.

For they are just the modern crew supporting- via blind wage slavery like the rest of us-
the elite’s bidding, with modern and ever more deadly weaponry. And war is only the prime example of many 
in the elite corporatocracy e.g., big oil, pharm, tobacco, banks, etc. Realistically, we are all to a certain extent 
corrupted in thought and/or deed by money dependency and will do what’s needed to keep it coming in.    >>

What this means is that the Zeitgeist is in all of us, and to repeat this conditioning starts at birth with religion, 
then state and money in turn, i.e. allegiance (slavery) to the flag, and later wage (money to survive) slavery.
