Installation Instructions for KHA’s Professional Packages: 

CAUTION: PLEASE CLOSE ALL PROGRAMS BEFORE INSTALLING MacRepertory & ReferenceWorks*.  THANKS. 


1. Insert Disk 1 into your CD-ROM drive.  Setup reads the files on the disk. 
2. At the KHA Professional Packages Setup Window, click ‘Next.’ 
3. Please read the Software License Agreement and when done, click Yes. 
4. At the Choose Destination Location Window, click Next. (MacRepertory and ReferenceWorks folders will be automatically created on your C-Drive).
5. Select your package by ticking the box next to its name and click Next. 
6. Setup installs the files for your package.  This could take a few minutes depending on the package you have purchased.  (If the progress bar doesn’t show anything, don’t worry.  This just means that the progress bar can’t handle 2500+ files!) 
7. Setup will ask for Disk 2.  Please take out Disk 1 and insert Disk 2 then click OK. 
8. If your computer is set to open ANY CD inserted into the drive, you might see a window open showing contents of Disk 2.  If this happens, just close the window.  Setup will continue to install the rest of the files. 
9. Just when you think Setup is finished installing, QuickTime 6 Setup opens and welcomes you! (QuickTime is needed for you to view the introductory movies that come with your programs). Click Next. 
10. Another welcome window follows, click Next again. 
11. At the QuickTime Software License Agreement Window, click Agree. 
12. Click Next at the Choose Destination Directory Window. 
13. Click Next at the Choose Installation Type Window. 
14. Click Next when asked to Select Program Folder. 
15. Click Next when asked to Enter Registration. Don’t worry; it’s OK to leave the tabs blank! 
16. Setup installs QuickTime and a QuickTime Settings Window opens.  Just click Next all the way to Finish. 
17. When the Finished Window shows up, uncheck both options where you are asked to view the QuickTime Read Me File and launch Quick Time Player (you can do that later).  Close the Window. 


18. Install Shield Wizard Window comes up to install the Sentinel Protection Installer 7.0.0 (this is needed for your key to work). Click Next. 
19. Tick ‘I accept’ at the Software License Window and then click Next. 
20. If the Complete option is ticked, click Next. 

21. Click Install and then Finish.


IF YOU ARE INSTALLING YOUR FIRST SET OF MacRepertory & ReferenceWorks, PLEASE PROCEED TO STEP 25

PLEASE NOTE: Steps 22-24 applies ONLY IF YOU HAVE A PREVIOUS COPY OF OUR PROGRAMS. 

22. If you have a previous copy of our programs, you will see a window where it says “Program Maintenance” and the Modify option is already ticked.  Click Next. 
23. At the next window Sentinel System Drivers option is highlighted.  Click Next. 
24. Click Install at the Ready to Modify Program Window. 
25. Then click Finish at the end. 
26. When you see the ‘Yes, Setup has successfully installed all files’ Window, remove Disk 2.  Then close the window. 
27. Setup asks you to restart. Click Yes. 
28. After your computer has completely restarted, insert your Copy Protection Device (your key). 
29. Insert the Configuration Files CD in your CD-ROM drive. 

30. To open MacRepertory, double click on the K icon on your desktop. You will be asked to ‘Please open MR6 Config.txt’.  If the ‘Look In’ window does not who your configuration files CD, click on the down arrow next to it.  You will see a list of choices from which you can select your configuration files CD.  Double click ‘MR6 Config’ to open it.

31. You will be asked to enter information about your practice. Do so and then click OK.   (It is also fine if you just click OK here.) 
32.   A window opens asking you to choose the repertory you want to use.  Choose Complete Rep 4.5 or any of the books on the list. MacRepertory opens showing the repertory you’ve selected. 
33. To open ReferenceWorks, double click on the RW (globe) icon on your desktop.  You will be asked to locate the RW 3 Config file. Click Locate.  Then choose the RW 3 Config from the configuration file CD (as in Step 30).  You will see your books load as ReferenceWorks opens.  That’s it!
