Out Trip Packing List

Sleeping Bag

Pillow

2 Towels and 1 Washcloth

Shower Shoes (flip-flops)

Water Shoes that strap on (NOT Flip Flops)
Toilet Articles (toothpaste, soap, shampoo, etc.)
Mosquito Repellent

Flashlight with Extra Batteries

Travel Sized Tissues

Pajamas

Hat or Sun Cap

Sweater or Jacket (in the event of a cold night)
Laundry Bag (for soiled clothing)

Sun Glasses (with safety strap)
Walking/Hiking Shoes & Socks

Usual Summer clothing (shorts and shirts)

2 Fast Drying Swimsuits

Underclothing

Rainwear

Sun Screen (waterproof)

Additional Duffle Bag (hard cases are not recommended for packing into vans)
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Remember the length of your camper’s session and pack enough clothing to cover the session as
laundry facilities will not be available for camper use.

Shoes must be worn at all times, so more than one pair is recommended. Sneakers or similar shoes are
the suggested footwear. New shoes that have not been broken in can cause blisters. Flip-flops for
walking is inappropriate....toes get stubbed, etc.

OPTIONAL: expensive items such as Musical instruments and cameras are at the discretion of the
parent. While your camper may be very responsible, other campers in their living area may not be.
Other optional items include small mirrors, writing materials, self addressed stamped postcards, battery
powered fans, etc.

MARK YOUR CLOTHING! Each summer many articles of clothing and equipment languish in the
LOST & FOUND BOX. In order to avoid this situation, and save you the parent an extra trip back to
camp, WE STRONGLY SUGGEST THAT YOU MARK EACH ARTICLE OF CLOTHING

CLEARLY WITH SEWN-ON OR IRON-ON NAME TAPES.

HINT: It is helpful to have an inventory list of the items packed for camp taped to the inside of the
camper’s footlocker, bag, or suitcase.
